Redevelopment

Redevelopment may include:

(a) acquisition of a blighted area or
portion of the area;

(b) demolition and removal of buildings
and improvements;



Redevelopment may also include:

(c) installation, construction, or
reconstruction of streets, utilities,
parks, playgrounds, and other
Improvements necessary for
carrying out in the area the urban
renewal provisions of this part in
accordance with the urban renewal
plan; and
